Publisher of Valley East Today Seeks To Become Councillor of Ward 6 Representing Hanmer And Val Therese in November 2006 Municipal Election
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Robert Kirwan, Publisher of the Valley East Today Online Weekly News Magazine and Community Web Site has announced that he will be entering the race to become Councillor of Ward 6 in the 2006 Municipal Election which will be held in November. Kirwan has lived in Val Therese since 1974 where he and his wife, Valerie have raised three sons who all attended St. Anne School in Hanmer. He was a teacher at St. Anne School for 23 years and has been involved with numerous groups and organizations over the years. Besides publishing Valley East Today, Kirwan is also the writer for The Vision Paper and has held the role of Marketing Manager for the Hanmer Valley Shopping Centre since March 2004.  He is well-known for his promotion of Valley East.

   There are many issues that Kirwan intends to tackle if he is successful in his bid to be elected to City Council, but by far his most important priority is to regain some of the community spirit and strength that Valley East was known for prior to amalgamation. “So much attention is being focused on the City of Greater Sudbury that everyone is forgetting about the outlying areas like Hanmer and Val Therese. We’ve given the current Council six years to get their act together, but things are just not working out. All of the promises of more efficiency, lower taxes and a stronger community are just not coming true. It is time for Council to try a different approach: one that concentrates on building strong communities within the City of Greater Sudbury. We need to improve the level of services and stimulate economic development in the outlying areas like Valley East, Rayside Balfour and Capreol. If the smaller communities are stronger, then the City of Greater Sudbury will be stronger.” Kirwan also intends to greatly improve the level of services we are now receiving.
